 The Season of Advent is a time of preparation that leads us to the celebration of the birth of 

our Savior, Jesus Christ. If we use that time well, we are prepared on December 25 to welcome the 

Son of God. It is a celebration like none other and, while our culture wants our focus to be on the

ward to Christmas, but we are celebrating something that has already happened. So in a sense we 

are looking back and remembering the past. We look forward to the celebration, and that is a good 

thing; but it is not about a new thing that will happen for the first time. Jesus came long ago.  

 It is good for us to look back and remember. Doing so helps us move forward as we con-

sider the things that have contributed to getting us here. But it is also important to look forward. 

The early converts to the Christian faith looked forward to the return of Jesus in a way that we 

rarely do. They were convinced that he would return any day and so they lived their lives as 

though that might happen every day. Imagine getting up every morning and thinking about Jesus 

returning and wondering if today was going to be the day. It certainly means living with an expec-

tant disposition.  

 What would it be like if we could get as excited about the second coming of Jesus as we do 

about the first time he came? We may tend to think about people who expect the second coming as

 In the Common Lectionary readings, the season of Advent always begins with a passage 

about the second coming of Jesus. It is there to remind us that while remembering the birth of Je-

sus is a good and important thing for us to do, we must not lose sight of the second coming. Do 

we anticipate it with the same warm feelings as we do the first coming? There are some scary im-

ages that have been predicted to accompany the second coming while the first coming is accompa-

nied by images of a cozy stable and peaceful animals and celebratory shepherds. It is more famil-

iar and comfortable to look back at a wonderful event than it is to look forward to an event that 

has not happened and may not be as joyful and peaceful. 

 This article is not a call to ignore the celebration of Christmas. I hope you will join us for 

worship on Christmas Eve at 5:00 or 7:30, and also on Christmas Day. We will have just one ser-

vice on Sunday, December 25, and that will be at 10 a.m.  I hope you will gather for your family 

traditions as well. I look forward to this celebration as you do and all that goes with it. Rather, it is 

just a reminder to give some thought to the second coming as well as the first. Anticipate the re-
