himself at odds with the Baal worshippers and eventually he fled into the wilderness 

out of fear for his life. It was there, in the wilderness of Mt. Horeb, that Elijah experi-

enced the presence of God in the sound of sheer silence. Other translations refer to this 

as the still, small voice of God, or a gentle whisper. A lot of action and noise had sur-

rounded Elijah just prior to this: a great wind strong enough to split mountains and 

break rocks, an earthquake, and then a great fire. But God was not in all that hubbub. 

God was in the sheer silence that followed. 

 Sometimes Christmas seems a little like this to me. Before Christmas there are all 

kinds of special events: concerts, parties, worship services, dinners, and other events.

ning ourselves ragged. These events are fun and may hold great meaning for us, but 

they can turn into a distraction that causes us to miss Christmas. Remember the Charlie 

Brown Christmas Special? Charlie Brown feels the same thing, with the Christmas play, 

aluminum Christmas trees, and decoration awards (Snoopy won First Prize!). All the 

hubbub of the holiday threatens to distract him from the real reason for Christmas.

herds at this point. They may have welcomed a little excitement that night, but we read 

they were terrified. And Jesus was not in the announcement, he was in a manger in 

Bethlehem, another generally pretty quiet place, at least as villages go. The shepherds 

chose to follow the directions of the announcement and they find that a birth has taken 

place. Imagine a quiet stable, graced by the presence of the Son of God, who came into 

the world in the normal way, with no announcement other than what those shepherds 

experienced. 

 As you move through this Advent and Christmas season, leave room for those 

quiet times.  Parties and other events can be wonderful and joy should certainly be a 

part of this season, but when those events become distractions and we lose sight of why
