Traditionally, it is celebrated
on January 6; and because of the way our calendar works, it is usually not a Sunday. So 2019 will
be kind of special.

Are there any real implications to Epiphany not falling on a Sunday? Not really, other than
missing the exact day because we only worship on Sundays. Epiphany is an important day in the
Christian year, though. And, as you may or may not know, Epiphany has been observed longer than
Christmas in the Christian calendar.
Epiphany is another way of saying, manifestation. It is the day celebrated as the recognition
that Christ was in the world. There is a strong connection between this day, the star that signaled
Christés birth, and the Magi who foll owed that
awareness of Christdos presence. We recognize i
us. This is really an amazing awareness when you think about it. God with us, as us. That may
sound awkward, but it is true. We need to remember that Christ was fully human and fully divine,
the only person who has ever existed that way.
The Nicene Creed, an ol der and more detaile
reads like this:
We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God,
Eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light,
True God from true God, begotten, not made, of one being with the Father;
Through him all things were made.
Great efforts were made as the early Church developed to make sure we all knew who we
were talking about when we spoke of Jesus the Christ. This day of Epiphany is a recognition that
we worship a God who came to us as a baby, grew into adulthood as we do, and lived among us
teaching us to know God and to follow him. He then gave his life for us as a perfect sacrifice that
we might be made righteous and experience salvation. This is what the awareness of Epiphany is all
about. Realizing that God is among us as Christ, manifest in the flesh that we might know him, and
through believing be saved.
This is what Epiphany is and the fact that it falls on a Sunday this year is just a little
special. I hope Epiphany is a good experience for you, perhaps even a revelation of sorts, as you
experience God as Christ in our midst. And may this continue through the entire year, blessing you
in countless ways.

Seasonal Affective Disorder (SAD)

?But now trouble comes to you, and you are discouraged:
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Many Americans suffer from some form of depression with different levels of severity.
However, many Americans have never heard of Seasonal Affective Disorder (SAD). This too is
another form of depression, which happens to occur at the same time each year. The symptoms
usually appear in the fall and many continue into the winder months (winter depression), or the
symptoms may appear in the spring and continue into the summer months (summer depres-
sion). If you or a loved one suffers from SAD, you usually suffer from a lack of energy and you
may feel moody.

If you believe that you suffer from this disorder do not brush it off or think that you have
to tough it out on your own. There is effective treatments that can help you deal with this disor-
der. Treatments usually includes, light therapy (photo therapy), psychotherapy, and antidepres-
sant therapy.

Winter depression symptoms include; Depression, hopelessness, anxiety, loss of energy,
social withdrawal, oversleeping, loss of interest in activities you once enjoyed, appetite changes,
especially a craving for food high in carbohydrates, weight gain, difficulty concentrating and
processing information.

Factors that may increase your risk of SAD include:

Being Female: Some studies show that SAD is diagnosed more often in women, however
men may have more severe symptoms.

Living far from equator: SAD is more common among people who live far north or far south
of the equator, because sunlight is decreased during the winter and the longer days.

Family history: Some studies have shown that people with SAD are more likely to have
blood relatives with this condition. If you or your loved one thinks that they may have
these symptoms, please contact your health care provider to discuss SAD with them of
other types of depression.
