God’s Creation 
 

 God has created a very dynamic world in which we live. That has been on vivid display the past 

couple of weeks. Just our hemisphere has experienced several powerful hurricanes, a couple of powerful 

earthquakes, wildfires, and other storms. There are other examples from around the world, and it all adds 

up to a natural world that is always on the move, always changing, always creating something new, though 

at times destroying before creating the new stuff. This is going on all the time but we usually only notice it 

when it becomes extreme. For example, the Amazon River dumps so much fresh water into the Atlantic 

Ocean that you can stay in fresh water for several miles out into the ocean before it actually begins to mix in 

with salt water. This happens every day but we rarely take notice. 

 

 Extreme weather and other phenomena affect another component of the created world, however. 

Human beings are affected by these hurricanes and earthquakes as well, sometimes with deadly conse-

quences. We have all seen images of the devastation in Houston from the unbelievable amount of rain they 

received from Harvey, the destruction from the wind and rain in Florida from Irma, and the most recent (at 

least at this writing) destruction from Maria (and Irma) in Puerto Rico and other islands in the Caribbean. 

Lives were lost and other lives were so adversely affected that there will be no return to the previous 

“normal.” It will take a long time to rebuild in Mexico with so many buildings and homes destroyed by the 

earthquakes. Lives were lost there, too, including many children who were in schools when the destruction 

began. 

 

 It is tempting at times like these to consider the theological implications of all of this.  Are these 

events occurring at the direction of God, in some way punishing people? Are these events signs of the end 

times? Is God cleansing the world in preparation for something else? Or are these events simply part and 

parcel of this world in which we live, and God is active in bringing relief to those affected? There may be 

many other questions, most of them probably not answerable. At least not in this realm. 

 

These kinds of questions, though, may lead us to ponder what our response should be. What can we 

do as individuals and what can we do as a congregation? What is God calling us to do? 

 

Your response so far has been generous and I thank you for that. You have contributed to the Ad-

vance Specials and to funds to put together flood buckets, and I anticipate that will go on for some time. As 

situations are assessed by various agencies and determinations are made about how to begin major clean-up 

efforts, there will be opportunities to travel to some of the locations and offer ourselves as laborers to help 

rebuild peoples’ lives. As we go forward, I would like you to prayerfully consider how you might offer 

yourself in this regard. I realize that many are unable physically to do this, but even those of you in that 

situation can be praying about how others in our congregation might be able to go to some of these areas, 

and in addition to the physical labor, be able to offer love, support and encouragement for those who really 

need it. 

 

We can send money and prayers now.  I hope we can send people later. Mark is going to be work-

ing to see how we can do that, so keep your eyes and ears open about opportunities. God may have created 

this dynamic world, but we can partner with God in taking good care of it and rebuilding when we need to. 

And that rebuilding includes the lives of God’s people, whom we are called to love as we love ourselves. 

Let’s all participate in doing that. God bless you.

Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder  
 

Post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD) is an anxiety disorder that occurs after you’ve seen or ex-

perienced a traumatic event - one usually involving the threat of injury or death. PTSD can oc-

cur at any age, and it can follow a natural disaster, such as a flood or fire, or a variety of events, 

such as: Assault/attack, war, terrorism, domestic abuse, prison stays, rape, domestic abuse, or 

health events such as cardiac arrest, childbirth and a variety of severe disabilities. 

 

Symptoms: 

Reliving the event, experiencing flashback episodes, and /or nightmares of the event. 

Avoidance - emotional “numbing” feeling detached, being unable to remember important 

aspects of the trauma, having a lack of interest in normal activities, showing less of your 

moods, avoiding places, people, or thoughts that remind you of the event, and/or feel-

ing like you have no future. 

Arousal -  difficulty concentrating, startling easily, having an exaggerated response to 

things that startle you, feeling more aware, feeling irritable or having outbursts of anger, 

and/ or having trouble falling or staying asleep. 

 

Treatments of PTSD 

Today, there are good treatments available for PTSD. When you have PTSD, dealing with the 

past can be hard. Instead of telling others how you feel, you may keep your feeling bottled up.  

Talking with a therapist can help you get better. 

 

Cognitive behavioral therapy (CBT) is one type of counseling, and appears to be the most effec-

tive type of counseling for PTSD. There is also therapy called eye movement desensitization 

and reprocessing (EMDR) that is used for PTSD. Medications have also been shown to be effec-

tive. A type of drug known as a selective serotonin reuptake inhibitor (SSRI), which is used for 

depression, is effective for PTSD. 

 

How can I get help? 

 If your loved one has PTSD, you may feel helpless, but there are many things that you 

can do: Learn as much as you can about PTSD. Knowing how PTSD affects people may help 

you understand what your family or friend may be going through. Helpful websites include:

Offer to go to the doctor visits with your family or friend. You can help keep track of medicine 

or therapy, and you can be there for support.
